DIRECTIONS FROM MAIN A-1 AUSTOSTRADA TO MONTISI AREA
From Florence airport… 

· Exit right onto the A11 (E76) follow signs to the Autostrada A-1. 

· After approximately 6 kms., take the A-1 south, direction ROMA.

· After just over an hour’s drive (south of Arezzo), exit at……

From Rome-Ciampino airport…

· Exit the airport parking, right onto highway (SS7) direction ROMA, for 2 km.

· Turn north onto the Grande Raccordo which circles around Rome-(A90)(E80) looking for signs A-1dir (E35) direction FIRENZE. (12 o’clock on the ring, do not take the first sign for Firenze).

· Follow A-1 north direction for one and 1/2 hrs. drive. 10 mins. beyond Montepulciano exit at….

From Pisa Airport…

· Turn north onto the A12(E80) direction VIAREGGIO-GENOVA; continue for 10 kms.

· Turn east onto the A11 (E76) direction LUCCA-FIRENZE..

· After 50 minutes—just before Florence—follow the A-1 south, direction ROMA..

· After one hour’s drive, and 10 minutes south of Arezzo, exit at….

(from all three airports above)…the VALDICHIANA-BETTOLLE exit.

· Immediately upon paying the toll, bear right and following the signs for SIENA. (E-78) The road you have turned on to will bring you to a roundabout in 1-2 kms., where you will take a right onto a local superstrada, still following signs for Siena.

· In 8 kms. you will exit at SINALUNGA, then following the signs for the same.

· When you get to the first round-about, go straight on and continue for about 2 kms. until the road finishes at a T-intersection. Take a right and then an immediate left 20 meters further on. You are now on a kind of by-pass of Sinalunga.

· Follow this on for 3 kms. until again the road ends at a T-intersection. Take a left. (SP 326) You will be on the road for TORRITA.

· Continue from the T-intersection for precisely 3 kms.  On your right you will see a very long line of cypresses leading up the hill.  Take a right turn on the road that follows up parallel to the cypresses. (sign indicating direction CASTELMUZIO/PETROIO)

· Follow up the winding hillside straight on for about 7 kms following the signs  Palazzo Brandano.  If you are staying in Palazzo Brandano…it is in the center of the village of the fortress village of PETROIO. We do not recommend you take your car up the into the medieval village. There is a parking lot just before the village fountain (Look for the parking signs). Leave your bags in the car for the moment, and walk up into Petroio—the hotel staff will drive you back down and fetch your luggage.  It’s a bit steep, but just keep going up hill whenever you have the option to. You will come to the main church and find the hotel 100 meters further on.) 

· If you are staying at La Moscadella in CASTELMUZIO, continue straight on past Petroio for another 3 kms. When you enter the village go straight on through, continue on the main road until you sense you are leaving it, (direction Montisi). Don't blink, otherwise you will have missed Castelmuzio. La Moscadella is 700 meters on the other side of the village just beyond the sharp right curve, also on your right.

· If you are heading to MONTISI continue through Castelmuzio and proceed for another 3 kms (it’s very winding, so take care!) until you reach a junction at the top of a hill, with a fortified village straight ahead of you: that is Montisi.  You may turn either left or right and enter the village from either side, following signs for parking at the east and west ends of the village.
